As management of the Houston County Appraisal District (the “District”), we offer readers of the District's
financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the District for the
fiscal year ended December 31, 2022. We encourage readers to consider information presented here as
well as the District's financial statements, which follow this section.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

e The District’s assets and deferred outflows of resources exceeded its liabilities and deferred inflows
of resources (or net position) at December 31, 2022 by $197,164.

e During the year, revenues exceeded expenses (or an increase in net position) by $105,203.

e No new long-term debt was incurred in the year and none was outstanding at year end.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

In accordance with GASB Statement No. 34 — Basic Financial Statements and Management's Discussion
and Analysis for State and Local Governments, the basic financial statements must include both
government-wide and fund financial statements. Governments must also present a Management’s
Discussion and Analysis, Notes to the Financial Statements, and Required Supplementary Information.

GASB Statement No. 34 provides that for special-purpose governments engaged in a single government
program, the fund financial statements and the government-wide statements may be combined. The District
has elected to present financial statements under this combined method.

Using this method, governments will present financial statements that begin with governmental fund
financial statements, with columns for major funds (usually only a general fund). The next column is an
adjustments column. It reconciles the amounts reported in the governmental funds to show how specific
individual accounts would change when reported on the accrual basis of accounting. The final column of
these combined statements shows the amounts that normally would appear in the government-wide
statements.

Combined Financial Statements (pages 10 - 13).

Governmental Fund Financial Statements (first column).

Governmental fund financial statements focus on near-term inflows and outflows of spendable resources
available at the end of the fiscal year. Revenues are recognized when they are both measurable and
available. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred.

Governmental fund balance sheets present only current assets and liabilities. Capital assets and long-term
liabilities are excluded.

Governmental fund statements of revenues, expenditures and changes in fund balance report information
about the inflows, outflows, and balances of current financial resources.

Government-wide Financial Statements (final column).

Government-wide financial statements are designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the
District’s finances, in a manner similar to a private-sector business.

The statement of net position presents information on all of the District’s assets and liabilities, with the
difference between the two reported as net position.

The statement of activities presents information showing how the District’s net position changed during the
fiscal year. All of the current year’s revenues and expenses are accounted for in the statement of activities,
regardless of when cash is received or paid.

Notes to the Financial Statements (pages 16 - 28).

The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the data provided in the
government-wide and fund financial statements.

Required Supplementary Information (pages 30 - 35).

In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also presents certain
supplementary information as required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.

THE DISTRICT’S NET POSITION

Over time, increases or decreases in net position may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial
position of the District is improving or deteriorating. A portion of the District's net position, or $3,934, is
invested in capital assets and is not available for future spending. The remaining portion of the District’s
net position, or $193,230, is unrestricted in nature and available for future spending.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE GOVERNMENT'S FUNDS

As noted earlier, the District uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance
related requirements, if applicable.

Governmental Funds. The focus of the District's governmental funds is to provide information on near-
term inflows, outflows, and balances of spendable resources. Such information is useful in assessing the
District's financing requirements. In particular, unrestricted fund balances may serve as a useful measure
of a government's net resources available for spending at the end of the fiscal year.

As of December 31, 2022, the District's governmental funds reported a total fund balance of $169,381.
$31,818 of this balance is committed to reflect the appropriation of a portion of the existing fund balance
to eliminate a projected deficit in the subsequent year’s budget and $1,701 is committed to reflect the
appropriation of a portion of fund balance to be contributed to the District’s TCDRS pension plan. A
portion of the District’s fund balance, or $3,627, is in non-spendable form and represents prepaid amounts.
The remainder of the fund balance, or $132,235, is unassigned. During the year, the fund balance in the
District's governmental funds increased by $34,011.

General Fund Budget. A comparison of the general fund budget and actual results is presented as required
supplementary information on pages 30-32. Actual revenues were higher than budgeted amounts by
$13,600. Actual expenditures were lower than budgeted amounts by $59,408.

The General fund balance increased by $34,011 during the fiscal year; a decrease of $36,695 was budgeted.

CAPITAL ASSETS

The District’s investment in capital assets as of December 31, 2022, totaled $3,934 (net of accumulated
depreciation). Capital purchases totaling $1,788 were made during the year. During the year, obsolete
assets with a total original value of $3,792 were removed, resulting in a net loss of $189.

The 2023 budget was approved at the District’s September 2022 board meeting. Revenues and expenses
were budgeted at levels consistent with the 2022 year. The budget includes a projected deficit of $31,818
to be covered by existing fund balance.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Introduction

The financial statements of Houston County Appraisal District (the “District”) have been prepared in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (“GAAP™) as
applied to government units. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (“GASB”) is the accepted
standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The more
significant accounting and reporting policies used by the District are discussed below.

Reporting Entity

Houston County Appraisal District is a governmental unit under the applicable laws of the State of Texas.
The District is responsible for appraising property in the district for each taxing unit that levies ad valorem
taxes on property within the district. In addition, the District collects property taxes for some of the taxing
units within its jurisdiction.

It is governed by a Board of Directors which is composed of five members, appointed by the governing
bodies of the entities for which the District appraises and collects taxes. Funding for the District is provided
annually from each taxing entity based on an approved budget.

For financial reporting purposes, based on standards established by GASB Statement No. 61, The Financial
Reporting Entity: Omnibus-an amendment of GASB Statements No. 14 and No. 34, these financial statements
should present the District (the primary government) and its component units. Component units generally are
legally separate entities for which the primary government is financially accountable or for which the nature
and significance of their relationship with a primary government are such that exclusion would cause the
reporting entity’s financial statements to be misleading. The District does not have any blended or discretely
presented component units.

Government-wide and Fund Financial Statements

GASB Statement No. 34 provides that for special-purpose governments engaged in a single government
program, the fund financial statements and the government-wide statements may be combined. The District
has elected to present financial statements using this combined method.

The government-wide financial statements include the statement of net position and the statement of
activities, These statements report information on all of the activities of the District as a whole.
Governmental activities include programs normally supported by taxes, grants, and other intergovernmental
revenues.

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given function or
segment are offset by program revenues. Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a specific
function or segment. Program revenues include: 1) charges to customers who purchase, use, or directly
benefit from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given function or segment and 2) grants and
contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular function or
segment. Taxes and other revenue sources not properly included with program revenues are reported as
general revenues.

New Accounting Pronouncements

GASB Statement No. 87, Leases (“GASB 877), is intended to increase the usefulness of governments’
financial statements by requiring recognition of certain lease assets and liabilities for leases that previously

were classified as operating leases and recognized as inflows of resources or outflows of resources based on
the payment provisions of the contract. The requirements of this statement are effective for financial
statements for periods beginning after December 15, 2019 (changed to June 15, 2021 by GASB 95).
Implementation of GASB 87 had no effects on the District’s financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 91, Conduit Debt Obligations (“GASB 917), is intended to provide a single method of
reporting conduit debt obligations by issuers and eliminate diversity in certain practices. The requirements of
this statement are effective for financial statements for periods beginning after December 15, 2020. The
effective date was subsequently extended by one year in accordance with GASB No. 95. Implementation of
GASB 91 had no effects on the District’s financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 92, Omnibus 2020 (“GASB 927), is intended to enhance comparability in accounting
and financial reporting and to improve consistency of authoritative literature. The requirements of this
statement are effective for financial statements for periods beginning after June 15, 2020 (changed to June 15,
2021 by GASB 95). Implementation of GASB 92 is reflected in the District’s financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 93, Replacement of Interbank Offered Rates (“GASB 93”), is primarily intended to
address the accounting and financial reporting implications resulting from the replacement of an interbank
offered rate. The requirements of this statement are effective for financial statements for periods beginning
after June 15, 2020 (changed to June 15,2021 by GASB 95). Implementation of GASB 93 had no effects on
the District’s financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 97, Certain Component Unit Criteria, and Accounting and Financial Reporting for
Internal Revenue Code Section 457 Deferred Compensation Plans — an amendment of GASB Statements No.
14 and No. 84, and a supersession of GASB Statement No. 32 (“GASB 97”), is intended to increase
consistency and comparability related to the reporting of fiduciary component units, mitigate costs associated
with the reporting of certain pension plans, and enhance the relevance, consistency, and comparability of the
accounting and financial reporting of Section 457 plans. The requirements of this statement are effective for
financial statements for periods beginning after June 15,2021. Implementation of GASB 97 had no effects on
the District’s financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 98, The Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (“GASB 98”), establishes the term
annual comprehensive financial report and its acronym ACFR to replace comprehensive annual financial
report and its acronym CAFR. The requirements of this statement are effective for financial statements for
periods ending after December 15, 2021. Implementation of GASB 98 had no effects on the District’s
financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 99, Omnibus 2022 (“GASB 997), is intended to provide guidance on the
implementation of certain GASB statements. The requirements of this statement are effective in varying parts
for financial statements with immediate effect. Implementation of GASB 99 is reflected in the District’s
financial disclosures.

GASB Statement No. 94, Public-Private and Public -Public Partnerships and Availability Payment
Arrangements (“GASB 94”), is intended to enhance comparability in accounting and financial reporting and
to improve financial reporting by addressing issues related to public-private and public-public partnership
arrangements. The requirements of this statement are effective for financial statements for periods beginning
after June 15, 2022. The effects of implementing GASB 94 on the District’s financial disclosures have not
been evaluated by management.

GASB Statement No. 96, Subscription-Based Information Technology Arrangements (“GASB 96”), is
intended to provide guidance on the accounting and financial reporting for subscription-based information
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
